

Title: Designing a New Guitar

Pre-Activity:

Prior to this lesson students will have reviewed the various parts of a guitar and will be familiar with how the design of the guitar affects the sound.

Activity



· Activity 1: As a warm-up activity, ask the students to draw a sketch of a guitar player. As a class, review the features of the person who was drawn and discuss the various assumptions the students made. Ask the question, “How can we ensure that everyone is able to play a guitar?” Introduce the idea that the design of the guitar may affect the type of person who can play.

· Activity 2: In groups of 2-3, ask students to come up with a list of types of people (target market) who may have trouble playing a traditional guitar and why. Have groups share their ideas with the class.

· Activity 3: Then, in their groups, have students choose a target market that they would like to design a new guitar for. Once they have chosen a target market, students should draw at least 10 thumbnails of their idea. The thumbnails should be quick sketches of their idea and should not be too detailed. When students are done brainstorming ideas, they should then narrow down their ideas into one cohesive sketch that they think would best suit the needs of their target markets. This sketch should be a more detailed drawing than their thumbnails.




	Conclusion




· Activity 4: In their groups, students will pitch their new design idea to the class. After they are done presenting, the audience should be given an opportunity to ask questions of the presenting group and give them constructive feedback. The presenting group should be taking notes of the feedback they received from the audience.

· Activity 5: Once all groups have presented, students should return to their groups and make any changes to their original sketch and incorporate the ideas given during the feedback session.
